WHAT IS AND IS NOT CONSENT?

What do you think counts as someone giving consent and when do you think
something does not count as consent?
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The age of consent to any form of sexual activity is 16 for both men and women. The
age of consent is the same regardless of the gender or sexual orientation of a person
and whether the sexual activity is between people of the same or different gender.

It is an offence for anyone to have any sexual activity with a person under the age of
16. (if both are under 16 this will be a matter of public interest to decide if a
prosecution will be sought)

It is an offence for a person aged 18 or over to have any sexual activity with a person
under the age of 18 if the older person holds a position of trust (for example a teacher

or social worker) as such sexual activity is an abuse of the position of trust

Consent must be sought and is rooted in mutual respect, empathy and
dignity for another person.

“Someone consents to vaginal, anal or
oral penetration only if s/he agrees by
choice to that penetration and has the
freedom and capacity to make that
choice. Consent to sexual activity may be
given to one sort of sexual activity but not
another, e.g.to vaginal but not anal sex or
penetration with conditions, such as
wearing a condom. Consent can be
withdrawn at any time during sexual

activity and each time activity occurs’
