Work Experience

 “Work experience may be defined as a placement on an employer’s
premises in which a student carries out a particular task or duty, or a range
of tasks and duties, more or less as an employee, but with the emphasis on
the learning aspects of the experience” DfES (Feb 2002)

* Work Experience is not.... cheap labour, a skive from school, a holiday for
your teacher or a path to a sure job!!!

* Work Experience is a chance to meet new people, to find out more about
industry and commerce, to experience travelling to work, to exercise more
self- discipline and responsibility, to improve your self- confidence, to
improve your social skills and to learn the importance of punctuality.




Why do Work experience?

* Gives a purpose to your education showing the link between how education prepares you for the world of
work

* To see what working would be like, to understand the pros and cons of working and to get more information
about jobs.

* Work experience is often the first opportunity for you to operate in an adult working environment. A
potentially powerful experience that can improve awareness of different surroundings, behaviours, practices,
cultures and attitudes. A chance for employers to help young people understand employability and core skills.

* |t can help with your application to Sixth Form, College or University
* You gain valuable skills for your development & work with people of different age groups.

 More important than ever now, as some of the skills you need for the world of work can only be achieved in a
place of work.

* Telephone and ask to speak to the manager

work?

* Ask your teachers — do they have any contacts?

The must haves.........

* The employer must have Employer Liability Insurance & Third Party

Public Liability Insurance, unless, your child is on placement with their
parent/carer

* All forms must be fully completed with all employer contact details
 All forms & consent must be completed by parents/carers

* Must pass a pre-placement health & safety check. This is carried out
by an approved person from school or an outside agency.
